Did you know that you can own a leopard in some states? It is true and has been for a while! It might sound fun to own a big cat but you may want to think twice about it.
After all, you would need a lot of money and a lot of animal knowledge to properly care for one. To keep the leopards happy, we should let them roam free in the wild or live in a zoo where experts can take care of them. In our discussion about leopards, we used a verb in every sentence. As you may know, a verb is a word that we use to describe
actions and states of being. While there are many types of verbs that we can use in a sentence or clause, the italicized words above are members of a particularly helpful kind of verb called a helping verb or an auxiliary verb. A helping verb (also known as an auxiliary verb, with auxiliary coming from a Latin root meaning “helping”) is “a word used in
construction with and preceding certain forms of other verbs, as infinitives or participles, to express distinctions of tense, aspect, mood, etc.” So what does this mean? To simplify our definition a bit, a helping verb works together with the main verb to form a verb phrase that has a certain tense, mood, voice, or other grammatical aspect. Not every
sentence or clause uses a verb phrase, so you can easily have a sentence without helping verbs. For example, the sentence Ducks quack uses a verb by itself to say what ducks do. However, the sentence The ducks have been quacking all morning uses a verb phrase (have been quacking) in order to form the present perfect continuous verb tense. We
will exclusively use the term helping verb here, but in general usage the names helping verb and auxiliary verb can be used interchangeably. When we use helping verbs, we place them in front of the main verb of the sentence. The main verb is the final verb in a verb phrase that actually says what action something is doing or describes a state of
being. For example, in the sentence We might leave tomorrow, the main verb is leave and the helping verb is might. There aren’t that many helping verbs, but the roster of helping verbs includes some of the most commonly used words in English. These include: The verb be and its forms: be, am, is, are, was, were, been, being The verb have and its
forms: have, has, had, having The verb do and its forms: do, does, did can could might may must ought to shall should will would Let’s look closer at these helping verbs to figure out why we actually use them. The verb be As a helping verb, the verb be is used with a main verb and, potentially, other helping verbs to form the continuous and perfect
continuous verb tenses: The verb be can also be used as a helping verb with the passive voice. For example, Joey was rescued by a firefighter. It is important to remember that the verb be can also be used by itself in a sentence. If it is, it acts as a linking verb and not a helping verb. For example, Mateo is a police officer. The verb have As a helping
verb, have (and its forms) is mainly used to form the perfect and perfect continuous verb tenses. You can see examples of the perfect continuous tenses above. Here are examples of have used as a helping verb to form the perfect tenses: Just like the verb be, have can also be used alone in a sentence to refer to ownership. If it is used this way, it is a
stative verb and not a helping verb: Fish have gills. Get a close-up look at how to use this helping verb correctly with our article on has vs. have! The verb do In grammar, mood (from a variant of the word mode) is a category that shows if a verb is expressing fact (known as indicative mood), command (imperative mood), question (interrogative mood),
wish (optative mood), or conditionality (subjunctive mood). For example, the indicative mood is used to state facts as in Mice like cheese, and the imperative mood is used to give commands as in Bring me that book. In practice, modal verbs are used to alter the meaning of a sentence or clause in some way. The following two sentences have different
meanings: Do cats chase mice? (Interrogative mood) Do not touch the glass! (Imperative mood) As with the other two main helping verbs, do can also be used alone in a sentence, usually as an action verb. For example, The sergeant watched as the recruits did push-ups. The modal auxiliary verbs The subgroup of auxiliary verbs known as modal
auxiliary verbs, or modal verbs, include words such as can, could, should, might, must, may, will, and shall. Generally speaking, these words are used as helping verbs to establish the mood of a verb. In practice, this includes sentences that indicate: Possibility: It might rain tomorrow. She may ask me to dance. Ability: Parrots can imitate human
speech. He could beat anyone in a race. Necessity: You must clean your room. According to the law, we should report this crime to the police. Intention: We will buy more clothes if we can afford them. Malia said she shall visit her parents next month. Helping verb examples The following sentences all have examples of helping verbs. Keep in mind
that a word is only a helping verb if it is not the main verb in a sentence. It is also possible to use more than one helping verb in a single verb phrase and to make a verb phrase negative by using the word not or a contraction. Jack and Jill were walking up a hill. The workers had been building the garage all morning. I heard that some insects can
breathe underwater. Does she know that the store opens in an hour? Luckily, we had locked the door, so the robbers couldn’t enter the house. Helping verbs make all the difference for verb tenses. How familiar are you with all of the tenses though? Let’s find out. Helping verb rules & best practices The most important thing to remember about
helping verbs is that they are not the main verb of a sentence. As their name suggests, they help the main verb in a sentence by expressing a mood, tense, voice etc. When we use helping verbs in English, we typically put them in front of the main verb in a verb phrase. Generally speaking, we typically do not use more than three helping verbs in a
single verb phrase. For example, we would say I may have been eating at that time but we wouldn’t say I could may have been eating at that time. Although they are not used as the main verb, it is possible for a linking verb to be used alone in a sentence or clause if the main verb has been omitted. Here are some examples: Madeline didn’t buy any
gifts, but Elijah did. I can’t whistle, but my sister can. We never recycle even though we know that we really should. Ben didn’t know the answer, but Abby might. Cats can climb trees and monkeys can, too. It is important to note that in each of the above sentences, it is easy to tell which verb was omitted in the sentence. When using a linking verb
alone in a sentence, it is crucial that a listener or reader understands the meaning of what you are trying to say. Por
ejemplo: It’s 10.30. / Son las 10 y media. Tiempo. Por ejemplo: It’s sunny today. / Esta soleado hoy. Cuidado: Para expresar la edad en inglés se utiliza el verbo to be y no el verbo to have (tener). Por ejemplo: I'm 25 years old. / Tengo 25 afios de edad. El verbo to be es el tinico verbo que se utiliza junto a adjetivos. Por ejemplo: Margarita is so pretty. /
Margarita es tan bonita. Canada is a really large country. / Canadéa es un pais realmente grande. Atencién: Junto a adjetivos como cold, hot, hungry, to be significa “tener”, y con el pronombre it significa “hacer”. Por ejemplo: I'm cold. / Tengo frio. It’s cold. / Hace frio. Como auxiliar del
future continuous. Por ejemplo: I'll be seeing Katy tomorrow afternoon. / Voy a ver a Katy mafiana por la tarde. El verbo to be es el auxiliar que, conjugado en el tiempo correspondiente, forma la voz pasiva junto a un participio pasado. Por ejemplo: Teatro Colén was built by architects Tamburini, Meano and Dormal. / El Teatro Colén fue construido
por los arquitectos Tamburini, Meano y Dormal. The project will be finished next year. / El proyecto serd terminado el afio préximo The building is painted every year. / El edificio se pinta todos los afos. Jennifer is really beautiful.Jennifer es realmente bella. This horse is very dangerous.Este caballo es muy peligroso. My pen pal is from France.Mi
amigo por correspondencia es de Francia. The managers are not in the meeting room.Los gerentes no estan en la sala de reuniones. AM se usa con la primera persona del singular (1), IS con la tercera persona del singular ( he , she, it ), en cambio, ARE se usa tanto con la segunda persona del singular ( you) como con la primera, segunda y
tercera persona del plural ( we, you, they ). Oracién negativa en inglés con el presente simple del verbo to be Para construir oraciones negativas con el Presente Simple del verbo to be usamos la particula negativa not , que viene inmediatamente después de am / is / are . Is y are pueden unirse a la particula not y convertirse en isn’t y aren’t : en este
caso hablamos de una forma contraida. Por ejemplo: I am not tall-No soy alto He isnt tall-No es alto Oraciones interrogativas (questions) en inglés con el presente simple del verbo to be Para construir oraciones interrogativas en Presente Simple en inglés con el verbo to be , se debe invertir la posicion del sujeto y la del verbo, por lo tanto en las
preguntas am / is / are precederan I / He , She, It / Nosotros , Ustedes , Ellos respectivamente , que son los sujetos de la oracion interrogativa. A verb (from Latin verbum 'word') is a word that generally conveys an action (bring, read, walk, run, learn), an occurrence (happen, become), or a state of being (be, exist, stand). In the usual
description of English, the basic form, with or without the particle to, is the infinitive. In many languages, verbs are inflected (modified in form) to encode tense, aspect, mood, and voice. A verb may also agree with the person, gender or number of some of its arguments, such as its subject, or object. In English, three tenses exist: present, to indicate
that an action is being carried out; past, to indicate that an action has been done; and future, to indicate that an action will be done, expressed with the auxiliary verb will or shall. For example: Lucy will go to school. (action, future) Barack Obama became the President of the United States in 2009. (occurrence, past) Mike Trout is a center fielder.
(state of being, present) Every language discovered so far makes some form of noun-verb distinction,[1] possibly because of the graph-like nature of communicated meaning by humans, i.e. nouns being the "entities" and verbs being the "links" between them.[2] Main article: Grammatical conjugation In languages where the verb is inflected, it often
agrees with its primary argument (the subject) in person, number or gender. With the exception of the verb to be, English shows distinctive agreements only in the third person singular, present tense form of verbs, which are marked by adding "-s" ( walks) or "-es" (fishes). The rest of the persons are not distinguished in the verb (I walk, you walk,
they walk, etc.). Latin and the Romance languages inflect verbs for tense-aspect-mood (abbreviated 'TAM'), and they agree in person and number (but not in gender, as for example in Polish) with the subject. Japanese, like many languages with SOV word order, inflects verbs for tense-aspect-mood, as well as other categories such as negation, but
shows absolutely no agreement with the subject—it is a strictly dependent-marking language. On the other hand, Basque, Georgian, and some other languages, have polypersonal agreement: the verb agrees with the subject, the direct object, and even the secondary object if present, a greater degree of head-marking than is found in most European
languages. Verbs vary by type, and each type is determined by the kinds of words that accompany it and the relationship those words have with the verb itself. Classified by the number of their valency arguments, usually four basic types are distinguished: intransitives, transitives, ditransitives and double transitive verbs. Some verbs have special
grammatical uses and hence complements, such as copular verbs (i.e., be); the verb do used for do-support in questioning and negation; and tense or aspect auxiliaries, e.g., be, have or can. In addition, verbs can be non-finite (not inflected for person, number, tense, etc.), such special forms as infinitives, participles or gerunds.[3] An intransitive verb
is one that does not have a direct object. Intransitive verbs may be followed by an adverb (a word that addresses how, where, when, and how often) or end a sentence. For example: "The woman spoke softly." "The athlete ran faster than the official." "The boy wept." A transitive verb is followed by a noun or noun phrase. These noun phrases are not
called predicate nouns, but are instead called direct objects because they refer to the object that is being acted upon. For example: "My friend read the newspaper." "The teenager earned a speeding ticket." A way to identify a transitive verb is to invert the sentence, making it passive. For example: "The newspaper was read by my friend." "A speeding
ticket was earned by the teenager." Ditransitive verbs (sometimes called Vg verbs after the verb give) precede either two noun phrases or a noun phrase and then a prepositional phrase often led by to or for. For example: "The players gave their teammates high fives." "The players gave high fives to their teammates." When two noun phrases follow a
transitive verb, the first is an indirect object, that which is receiving something, and the second is a direct object, that being acted upon. Indirect objects can be noun phrases or prepositional phrases.[4] Double transitive verbs (sometimes called Vc verbs after the verb consider) are followed by a noun phrase that serves as a direct object and then a
second noun phrase, adjective, or infinitive phrase. The second element (noun phrase, adjective, or infinitive) is called a complement, which completes a clause that would not otherwise have the same meaning. For example: "The young couple considers the neighbors wealthy people." "Some students perceive adults quite inaccurately." "Sarah
deemed her project to be the hardest she has ever completed." Copular verbs (a.k.a. linking verbs) include be, seem, become, appear, look, and remain. For example: "Her daughter was a writing tutor." "The singers were very nervous." "His mother looked worried." "Josh remained a reliable friend." These verbs precede nouns or adjectives in a
sentence, which become predicate nouns and predicate adjectives.[5] Copulae are thought to 'link' the predicate adjective or noun to the subject. They can also be followed by an adverb of place, which is sometimes referred to as a predicate adverb. For example: "My house is down the street." The main copular verb be is manifested in eight forms be,
is, am, are, was, were, been, and being in English. Main article: Valency (linguistics) The number of arguments that a verb takes is called its valency or valence. Verbs can be classified according to their valency: Avalent (valency = 0): the verb has neither a subject nor an object. Zero valency does not occur in English; in some languages such as
Mandarin Chinese, weather verbs like snow(s) take no subject or object. Intransitive (valency = 1, monovalent): the verb only has a subject. For example: "he runs", "it falls". Transitive (valency = 2, divalent): the verb has a subject and a direct object. For example: "she eats fish", "we hunt nothing". Ditransitive (valency = 3, trivalent): the verb has a
subject, a direct object, and an indirect object. For example: "He gives her a flower" or "She gave John the watch." A few English verbs, particularly those concerned with financial transactions, take four arguments, as in "Patl sold Chris2 a lawnmower3 for $204" or "Chris1 paid Pat2 $203 for a lawnmower4".[6] Weather verbs often appear to be
impersonal (subjectless, or avalent) in null-subject languages like Spanish, where the verb llueve means "It rains". In English, French and German, they require a dummy pronoun and therefore formally have a valency of 1. As verbs in Spanish incorporate the subject as a TAM suffix, Spanish is not actually a null-subject language, unlike Mandarin (see
above). Such verbs in Spanish also have a valency of 1. Intransitive and transitive verbs are the most common, but the impersonal and objective verbs are somewhat different from the norm. In the objective, the verb takes an object but no subject; the nonreferent subject in some uses may be marked in the verb by an incorporated dummy pronoun
similar to that used with the English weather verbs. Impersonal verbs in null subject languages take neither subject nor object, as is true of other verbs, but again the verb may show incorporated dummy pronouns despite the lack of subject and object phrases. Verbs are often flexible with regard to valency. In non-valency marking languages such as
English, a transitive verb can often drop its object and become intransitive; or an intransitive verb can take an object and become transitive. For example, in English the verb move has no grammatical object in he moves (though in this case, the subject itself may be an implied object, also expressible explicitly as in he moves himself); but in he moves
the car, the subject and object are distinct and the verb has a different valency. Some verbs in English have historically derived forms that show change of valency in some causative verbs, such as fall-fell-fallen:fell-felled-felled; rise-rose-risen:raise-raised-raised; cost-cost-cost:cost-costed-costed. In valency marking languages, valency change is shown
by inflecting the verb in order to change the valency. In Kalaw Lagaw Ya of Australia, for example, verbs distinguish valency by argument agreement suffixes and TAM endings: Nui mangema "He arrived earlier today" (mangema today past singular subject active intransitive perfective) Palai mangemanu "They [dual] arrived earlier today" Thana

Main articles: Grammatical tense, Aspect (linguistics), Linguistic modality, and Tense-aspect-mood A single-word verb in Spanish contains information about time (past, present, future), person
and number. The process of grammatically modifying a verb to express this information is called conjugation. Depending on the language, verbs may express grammatical tense, aspect, or modality. Grammatical tense[7][8][9] is the use of auxiliary verbs or inflections to convey whether the action or state is before, simultaneous with, or after some
reference point. The reference point could be the time of utterance, in which case the verb expresses absolute tense, or it could be a past, present, or future time of reference previously established in the sentence, in which case the verb expresses relative tense. Aspect[8][10] expresses how the action or state occurs through time. Important examples
include: perfective aspect, in which the action is viewed in its entirety through completion (as in "I saw the car") imperfective aspect, in which the action is viewed as ongoing; in some languages a verb could express imperfective aspect more narrowly as: habitual aspect, in which the action occurs repeatedly (as in "I used to go there every day"), or
continuous aspect, in which the action occurs without pause; continuous aspect can be further subdivided into stative aspect, in which the situation is a fixed, unevolving state (as in "I know French"), and progressive aspect, in which the situation continuously evolves (as in "I am running") perfect, which combines elements of both aspect and tense
and in which both a prior event and the state resulting from it are expressed (as in "he has gone there", i.e. "he went there and he is still there") discontinuous past, which combines elements of a past event and the implication that the state resulting from it was later reversed (as in "he did go there" or "he has been there", i.e. "he went there but has
now come back")[11] Aspect can either be lexical, in which case the aspect is embedded in the verb's meaning (as in "the sun shines", where "shines" is lexically stative), or it can be grammatically expressed, as in "I am running." Modality[12] expresses the speaker's attitude toward the action or state given by the verb, especially with regard to
degree of necessity, obligation, or permission ("You must go", "You should go", "You may go"), determination or willingness ("I will do this no matter what"), degree of probability ("It must be raining by now", "It may be raining", "It might be raining"), or ability ("I can speak French"). All languages can express modality with adverbs, but some also use
verbal forms as in the given examples. If the verbal expression of modality involves the use of an auxiliary verb, that auxiliary is called a modal verb. If the verbal expression of modality involves inflection, we have the special case of mood; moods include the indicative (as in "I am there"), the subjunctive (as in "I wish I were there"), and the imperative
("Be there!"). The voice[13] of a verb expresses whether the subject of the verb is performing the action of the verb or whether the action is being performed on the subject. The two most common voices are the active voice (as in "I saw the car") and the passive voice (as in "The car was seen by me" or simply "The car was seen"). Main article: Non-
finite verb Most languages have a number of verbal nouns that describe the action of the verb. In the Indo-European languages, verbal adjectives are generally called participles. English has an active participle, also called a present participle; and a passive participle, also called a past participle. The active participle of break is breaking, and the
passive participle is broken.
